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Health Pathfinder Evaluation

FAQs 
The programme ends in March 2020, is that also when the evaluation timeframe is expected to end?

The project will end on 31st March 2020 but we anticipate that the evaluation work will continue beyond that date.  For the purposes of the bid please assume work will continue until 31st May 2020.  We will confirm the final end date during the contract negotiation process.
What is expected in terms of the overall length of the proposal you wish to receive?

We ask that proposals are kept to a maximum of 5000 words, but there are exceptions to this i.e. providing copies of policies etc, the full information can be found in the 'template for proposals' on our website. 

If shortlisted to interview stage, how many people would you like present from our team?

There is no current cap of numbers in place, please use your judgement when deciding which members of your team to bring.
What are the 8 sites?

The eight sites are Blackpool, Exeter & Devon, Haringey & Enfield, Somerset, Tri Borough, Camden & Islington, North Staffordshire and Southampton

Are the sites all at the same stage? 

No, the Blackpool, Exeter & Devon and Haringey & Enfield sites are a little further ahead in the process as these sites we’re initially funded via the Department for Culture Media and Sport in 2017. The remaining sites have all started work in Autumn 2018 when additional funding from the Department of Health and Social Care was confirmed.

Is the external evaluator doing data collection or mainly focussing on strategic evaluation? 

Outside of the pathfinder data collection (including domestic abuse services outcomes measurement data i.e. SafeLives' Insights tool, health data and IRIS data) the external evaluator will be focussing on the strategic evaluation, supported by a SafeLives researcher. If the external evaluator would like to collect additional elements outside of the standard data then this would need to be covered by them.
How do you see the role of the external evaluator in gathering patient and survivor experience?  

The external evaluator would lead this process, supported by a SafeLives researcher.
Would Pathfinder expect the external evaluator to fund travel and incentives for patient participation from the budget specified? 
Yes, this should be included within the external evaluator’s budget.
Would Pathfinder expect the external evaluator to run dissemination events?  

No, we would expect the external evaluator to create resources/reports/toolkits etc and participate in such events which will be confirmed and led by the lead partner.
Would Pathfinder expect the external evaluator to contribute to dissemination reports? 
Yes
As a registered charity we expect to be able to disseminate/publish the results of the research, could you confirm whether this is something that you are happy with? 
Unfortunately we cannot negotiate any elements of the contract ahead of the selection process, however we can confirm that SafeLives have entered into similar agreements in the past without issue. 

Under clauses 5.5 and 12.8, 12.10 the word “Funder” has been capitalised but there is no definition associated with it. Should this refer to STADV or be defined at the top of the agreement?  
The Funders are the Department of Culture, Media & Sport and the Department of Health and Social Care, as noted in paragraph A of the Background section.  This will be made more explicit in the final draft.

Under clause 12.3, the word “Purpose” has been capitalised but there is no definition associated with it. Should this be defined?  
Apologies, this is an error.

Under clause 12.8 please can you clearly identify that information will be provided by the funder or selected provider provided that we are both legally allowed to do so and the obligation should only be limited to the fact that the “requesting party may from time to time reasonably require”.   
We are not able to be specific about the information at this point but are happy to add text to the final version, clarifying that they will only include that which you're legally allowed to provide, and which must be a reasonable enquiry.

Would it be possible to add Welsh Courts under clause 12.9?  
This would be fine.

Please, would you be able to confirm what sort of data sharing agreement will be set up should we be successful? In a research context, we would usually expect all the parties involved in the research to be data controllers – is this also your understanding?  
It is envisaged that there will be a joint controller’s agreement in place, however for some elements of the work SafeLives will be the data processor.  Full details of this can negotiated once it is agreed what data is due to be collected. 
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
